Introduction to the Distribution Working Group
The SAGE Distribution Working Group (DWG) was convened by the SAGE Main Group in October 2008 and first met in January 2009. The DWG’s initial remit includes the electric and magnetic fields from substations and distribution wiring at voltages of 400 – 66,000V. Having determined (as far as possible) the extent of human exposure to these, the DWG will identify and assess possible mitigation measures and will assemble a range of mitigation packages for presentation to the Main Group. 
Note that SAGE Phase 1 addressed high voltage overhead transmission lines and house wiring/appliances. The intention is therefore that the DWG will complete SAGE’s work on the UK domestic electricity supply system. A more detailed work plan for the group is appended to the April 2009 DWG meeting.

The DWG meets approximately once every six weeks and is expected to complete its work early in 2010, with a report to the Main Group soon after this.
