Introduction to the SAGE Process Group
The current SAGE Process Group (PG) was convened by the Main Group in October 2008 and first met in November 2008, although an equivalent group, set up under SAGE Phase 1, had been meeting before this.
The purpose of the PG is to assist the facilitation team in matters of process design and delivery. The PG has no authority with respect to any of the substantive issues addressed by SAGE: its role is strictly limited to questions of how the dialogue works, not what it discusses and certainly not the conclusions it arrives at. Even on matters of process, the PG’s role is advisory only and the facilitators are free to accept or reject its advice as they see fit.
The PG meets (or holds a telephone conference) with the facilitators approximately once per month. Unlike other SAGE groups, the PG meetings are chaired and minuted by dialogue members rather than the facilitators. This allows the facilitators to take a more active part in the PG’s discussions. All PG minutes are posted on the website.
In order to keep its meetings reasonably streamlined, PG membership is limited to six dialogue representatives but care has been taken to ensure that this constitutes a balanced cross-section of the Main Group. As the membership list below indicates, there are two representatives each from governmental organisations, the industry and the voluntary/campaigning sector. This structure also includes one representative from each of the three SAGE funding bodies (Department of Health, National Grid and CHILDREN  with LEUKAEMIA).
